(ii) Population analysis with Cormack-Jolly-Seber type constrained models – practical exercises with MARK software: data input, model selection routine, parameter estimation (1 day).

(iii) Population analysis with Robust Design models – practical exercises with MARK software: data input, model selection routine, parameter estimation (1 day).

(iv) Supervised self-practice with MARK software using own data sets – additional data sets will provided to the participants lacking their own ones (1 day)
